Her reiteration of specific works in-
timates far more than a mere commem-
oration of objects in specific rooms. It's
obvious that for her, they represent a
familial channel of household chummi-
ness that few other artifacts could match.

However, all the pieces are uniformly
muted. They're subjected to a “sameness”
that allows them to coalesce and be con-
sidered conjured objects — the epony-
mous "pa.intings of paintings.”

The artist’s careful method of paring
back acrylic paints until her works appear
semitranslucent is a trope for the quality
of memory and the manner in which it
elides detail.
